ALA2 B1,B2,C1C2. Each unit leads to an exam and, if
successtully passed, to a French diploma. The last levels
of the program can give access to French universities
without having to take another proficiency test before
enrolling in a class.
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University students seek DELF/DALF for several reasons.
A B2 or higher level could exempt college students from
foreign language requirements or allow them to he
accepted into higher-level classes sooner than is

typical. College students seeking an experience abroad
benefit from DELF/DALF as well. A B2 or greater DELF/
DALF level will allow students to fully integrate into all
classes at universities in French-speaking countries,
instead of having to take special courses designated for
American students. This allows for a more full and
authentic experience abroad. The institution itself will
make the determination, but the DELF/DALF wiil provide
the students with an official record of their advanced
proficiency in French.
